Ministry appoints key sector adviser in Christchurch

Christchurch Boys’ High School Headmaster Trevor McIntyre has been appointed executive adviser to the greater Christchurch Education Renewal Programme.

The Secretary for Education, Lesley Longstone, has appointed Mr McIntyre to the 12-month position to support the sector voice within the programme. He takes up the role on Monday, December 3.

“Mr McIntyre has a long history of serving education in Christchurch. He is chair of the Canterbury Earthquake Recovery Authority (CERA) community forum, has been Principal at Christchurch Boys’ High School since 2003, and has over 28 years of teaching experience.

“I am very pleased to appoint someone who has shown such dedication to education and to Christchurch to this pivotal role,” Ms Longstone said.

“As executive adviser, Trevor will ensure the sector, parents and school communities have one of their own monitoring the integrity of the programme and facilitating the consultation process.

“He will act as a voice of the sector within the programme.”
In accepting the role, Mr McIntyre said he was enormously privileged to be more closely involved with the Education Renewal Programme.

“I would like to be seen as someone who can support and advise both the Ministry and the schools through the changes that are taking place.

“I’m looking forward to be able make a greater contribution to education in Christchurch,” he said.
Mr McIntyre will also liaise with bodies such as CERA and the Earthquake Recovery Commissioner to ensure that wider Christchurch rebuild issues are fully taken into account as the programme progresses.

Ms Longstone said the Ministry will be advertising for up to five secondments from within the education sector in Christchurch to assist with the programme as it moves forward.
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
